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Item 1.01. Entry Into A Material Definitive Agreement

On September 14, 2006, Equinix, Inc. (“Equinix”) entered into a material long-term lease (the “Lease”) with 777 Sinatra Drive Corp., a New Jersey corporation
(“Landlord”), of an approximately 340,000 square foot building (the “Building”) on approximately 19 acres of land (the “Land” and, together with the Building, the “Premises”)
located in Secaucus, New Jersey. The Lease has an effective date of October 1, 2006, an initial term of 15 years and a total annual fixed rent obligation, comprised of a building
rent and a ground rent, of (i) $3,677,934, from October 1, 2006 to September 30, 2011, (ii) $3,953,779, from October 1, 2011 to September 30, 2016, and (iii) $4,250,312.48,
from October 1, 2016 to September 30, 2021. The Lease also contains an option to extend the term for an additional 15 years at a fixed rate and an option to purchase the
Building for $39 million and ground lease the Land. Equinix intends to build out and operate the Premises as a data center consistent with its other facilities. In lieu of a cash
security deposit, Equinix has elected to issue a letter of credit (the “Letter of Credit”) in favor of the Landlord in the amount of $7.8 million. The Letter of Credit is issued under
Equinix’s $75 million revolving credit facility agreement, dated as of August 10, 2006, and has the effect of reducing Equinix’s availability for borrowings under the facility by

this amount.
